The Maternal Child and Adolescent
Health Division and CMQCC formed the first-ever CA
Pregnancy-Associated Maternal Mortality Review Committee to examine
this issue.

Obstetric hemorrhage is one of the most common causes of
pregnancy-related mortality with a strong chance to alter outcomes.
The CMQCC OB Hemorrhage Expert Task Force co-chaired by Audrey Lyndon,
PhD, RN and David Lagrew, MD is developing consensus best practice
documents to distribute to all California Obstetric Hospital Labor and
Delivery units.
